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Dear Friends in Christ,

I thought I would share with you one of the spiritual challenges I am going through
right now, because I believe we all have similar experiences in following Jesus. And perhaps
my journey will resonate with yours as well.

For quite a while, in fact ever since being called into ordained ministry, I have been
wrestling with the major stuff that comes with giving over control of my life to the Lord, fill-
ing myself with Christ’s teachings and refining the nuts and bolts of what it takes to serve in
the pastorate. It has been a full-time job, but very rewarding. I am not complaining. I am
grateful every day that God called me and that I agreed to take this path.

Now, occasionally as a means of encouraging my faith I would glance back at how far
God had brought me spiritually, a bit like a mountain climber checking over her should down
to the mountain’s base from whence she had come. And then there were also those amazing
moments of encountering the new view of God’s Kingdom from that height, how much more I
was able to see and how profoundly that higher view impacted my growing faith. Without
realizing it I had begun to feel not only practiced as a climber, but was also beginning to take
the view for granted, to the point that I wasn’t looking at it with new eyes anymore. One of the
benefits of teaching a subject is that the teacher becomes super familiar with the topic; how-
ever, one of the drawbacks of familiarity is that it has a tendency to glaze our eyes against ad-
ditional information. The truth was I was missing some important things that from my previ-
ous disadvantaged perspective I wasn’t able to see, but now I could, if I would just examine it
more closely. But lately the Lord had been asking me to look again, look again at the view, es-
pecially the view of what I hadn’t tackled yet in my own spiritual formation.

What the Lord wanted me to look again at during this Lenten season had been an old
harm I had done to someone a very long time ago. I had gotten so accustomed to thinking
about this particular event as something that couldn’t have been helped, or with the view that
I was so young I couldn’t be accountable. And that was how the story was written, thought I,
having forgotten momentarily that I wasn’t the author of my story anymore. But God didn’t
want to leave it that way. Perhaps it was true that some of the harm I had been part of couldn’t
have been avoided and that I didn’t have the tools then to deal with it graciously. But, the Lord
was telling me, now you do. Now you can see from your vantage point and go and make it
right. It hadn’t occurred to me that the person involved would even be needing resolution or
be open to my offer for reconciliation. Well, on the contrary, it turned out that this very old
event had actually been a stumbling block for the one I had harmed, and that my asking for
his forgiveness was just the acknowledgement he had so needed to release an ancient resent-
ment. Incredibly, it was not just for his benefit that God had required I make restitution, for I
felt a great warmth of the Lord’s amazing power that Christ truly does intend us to be free of
any burdens, the ones we know that are there, and the ones we have tried to rationalize away.
Our channel is supposed to be clean and clear of all debris of this nature.

I know I have a long way to climb, but that is quite alright, because there is much
more to see, much more to learn. May the Lord continue to open our hearts to His bountiful
gifts.

Despite our unfriendly weather, 2010 began on a positive note. Because we had to cancel services on
the 5th Sunday of January, income ($30,847) was held down while expenses ($33,724) continued,
resulting in a deficit of $2,877. We need an income of $34,315 each month in order to meet our
budget of which $4,000 is non-pledged funds. The continued cold weather has prevented many of
our congregational members from coming to church and has discouraged visitors. Hopefully, as our
weather improves, we can expect attendance to increase. Pastor Suze has high expectations for this
coming year, and so do I. — Ray Ferell, Finance Committee Chair
